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In 2023 almost half (47%) of
the armed conflicts in the world
were of high intensity, with grave
consequences in terms of letality
and human security

42% of the armed conflicts
worsened, with rising levels of
violence in 2023

23 of the 36 armed conflicts in the
world in 2023 took place in countries
with low levels of gender equality

Although most armed conflicts
continued to be internationalised
internal, the number of internal and
international cases increased

More than 110 million people
worldwide had been forcibly displaced
inside or outside the borders of their
countries as a result of conflicts,
violence, persecution and human rights
violations, according to UNHCR
